	Warm up
· Throw a ball back and forth whilst counting.
· Hop and count forwards and backwards from different numbers.
· Sing the count to 100 song  http://thesingingwalrus.com/videos-and-songs/counting-songs-and-videos/count-100-song/


	Activities 
Re-watch the video tutorial explaining how to add by counting on.

Gather together a selection of objects (teddies, apples, socks etc).
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If you have a dice, roll the dice and write down the number e.g. 5. Then, roll again and select that number of objects e.g. roll 4, get 4 teddies.
Practise counting on from the first number to solve the addition problem 
e.g. 5 + 4 (counting on from 5 along the teddies 6,7,8,9) = 9!
Repeat with different numbers.
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If you don’t have a dice you can just pick numbers using number cards or a random number generator  on a laptop or phone https://fungenerators.com/random/number
*Remember to put the highest value number first! E.g. 7 + 2 not 2 + 7.
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
