Call out a sound and ask your child to ‘splat’ the 

correct card.

Swap over 

and ask them to call out the sounds, make some mistakes 

when splatting, do they notice and correct you?!

Look at this picture together, talk about what you can see. 

   



Ask your child to either: 

- Write a list of the things they can see. 

- Write captions of what they can see using - I can see a … 

- Write their own sentences about what they can see. 

 

Encourage them to use the sound mat and tricky word card 

on our school website to help them with their writing. 

Remember your child needs to be writing this phonetically 

and as independently as possible, it does not have to be 

spelt correctly.
