	Subtraction on a number line

	Warm up
· Count forwards and backwards from different starting numbers. 
· Go on a hunt for numbers on paper eggs. Order the numbers and draw dots or punch holes to show the number.
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	Activities 

Re-watch the subtraction on a number line video.
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Make a large number line to 20. If you have chalk this is great to do outside! Ask your child to stand on a number e.g. Find 12. Pick a number card/roll a dice to choose the number to take away. For example, take away 3! They should jump back 3 spaces to find the answer.  Repeat with different examples!
15 – 3, 17 – 2, 11 – 6, 10 – 5 and so on.
