Use pictures and 

diagrams, to help the
reader follow the
instructions more

easily, so they know
what the end

product looks like.

IMPERATIVE 
VERBS

Imperative verbs help
the reader 

understand what to 
do e.g. Pour, Whisk, 

Melt.
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
