	Activities 
Play the ‘missing numbers’ game. Use a 1-50 square or 1-20 depending on number confidence. Practise counting forwards and backwards, as well as counting in twos (2, 4, 6, 8, 10) and tens (10, 20, 30, 40, 50). Find a small counter/stone/button and hide one of the numbers. Can they tell you which number is missing? Repeat with multiple hidden numbers and challenge your child to say and write the hidden numbers.  Play a few games until confident.  Please take photos to share on evidence me.
