	Odd and Even numbers

	Warm up
· Play ‘race to the number’ game. Place numbers outside or draw in chalk. Call out a number and race to that number.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Play the interactive odds and evens game https://www.topmarks.co.uk/learning-to-count/coconut-odd-or-even

	Activities 

Play the odds and evens game. Write numbers 1-20 on a piece of paper and place in a bowl. Take it in turns to choose a number without looking. Ask ‘is it odd or even?’ If it is even you get to keep it! The winner is the person with the most even numbers.

Explain that if a number is ‘even’ it can be shared ‘evenly’ This means it is fair! Give your child 5 objects. Can they share these evenly into two groups? No because 5 is an odd number! Can you share 4 into even groups? Yes because 4 is even!

Play the evens sharing game. Pick a number: 2,4,6,8,10,12,14,16,18,20. Find that number of objects e.g. lego and share into two groups. Can you share into 3 equal groups? How about 4? Repeat with different examples.
