British RAF Fighter Planes

The Hurricane was an older
style plane and had guns that
were suited to attacking
German bomber planes.

The Spitfire was newer and faster.
Each plane would be flown by a
single pilot.

German Luftwaffe Fighter Planes

The Messerschmitt BF-109 had a single engine and was flown by one man.
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The Messerschmitt BF-110 was twin engined and had a crew of two; a pilot and a
gunner who sat behind.
