2) Remember, the spellings are just samples of words that follow the spelling rule your child is learning. 4) [bookmark: _GoBack]Practicing spellings by writing them out in joined writing is one way to help your child to embed them in their learning. The spellings lists and paper with handwriting guidelines are available on the website if you would like to download them but this is completely up to you. Handwriting paper encourages the children to show clear ascenders and descenders in their handwriting if they find this difficult) e.g.
