	Key achievements for 2017-2018
	Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need:

	· Achieved platinum award for Kitemark in the year 2017-2018
In addition to achieving Gold level criteria for the School Games Kitemark Award 2017-2018, Almondsbury C of E Primary School achieved Platinum level for the first time this year. 
This was achieved by involving the Sports Council in a leadership project which set out to raise the profile and importance of Inclusive Sports (specifically Boccia & New Age Kurling) throughout the school as well as embedding them in the PE SOW.  
· Physical activity incorporated in cross-curricular enrichment activities through outdoor activities at MOJOActive for pupils in Year1,2, 3 & 4.
· 5 minute a day running personal challenge for all pupils in the school embedded throughout the school. 
· All children participated in personal throwing challenge introduced 2017-2018. 
· 75% - 132 /176 KS2 pupils engaged in extra-curricular clubs each week. 
· 28% - 12/ 43 least active children in Sept/Oct 2017 were engaged in extra-curricular clubs each week between Easter –July 2018.
· 24% - 42/176 KS2 pupils engaged in leadership, managing and officiating school games activities.
	· Well-being, mental health and physical wellness through the introduction of targeted therapeutic yoga, Health Squad classroom based teaching and basketball training.  
· Identification of pupils who would benefit from therapeutic yoga in KS 2
· Identification of need to education Year 5&6 pupils of the importance of good mental health, physical health and well-being, understanding of the circulatory system, healthy diet and the use and effects of drugs.

· Physical Literacy development. 
· CPD for teachers and TAs and development of equipment and guidance manual in OT skills approach to developing and supporting physical literacy.
· Fine and gross motor skill development through OT interventions to support pupil access in academic work and achievement.
