GEOGRAPHY AT ALMONDSBURY
Geography is one of the foundation subjects that we teach straight from Reception up to Year 6. We focus
on three main aspects within the subject — locational knowledge, human geography and M= ™
geographical fieldwork. g »=omen
Examples of these areas include in locational knowledge - Name, locate and identify
characteristics of the 4 countries and capital cities of the United Kingdom and its
surrounding seas.
Human geography - Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to: key human features,
including: city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, port, harbour and shop.
Geographical fieldwork - Use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the United Kingdom and its
countries, as well as the countries, continents and oceans studied at this key
stage; use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks
and basic human and physical features; devise a simple map; and use and
construct basic symbols in a key.
The children work through and explore many different regions of the world starting
with their local area of Almondsbury and surrounding areas, building up to
= 1 investigating London, comparing parts of the UK with other countries, coastal areas
as opposed to mland areas, the seas and oceans, the Amazon, river and water cycles and much more. They
