FINAL COST

We are very pleased to let you know that, thanks to the help of some Year 5 parent volunteers, we have raised £350 towards the cost of the France trip for 2023. This brings the total per child to £480. Final payments will need to be in school by Friday 30 June 2023.
TRAVEL

At present we have not confirmed the pick-up time to enable us to catch our Eurotunnel train; as soon as we have that information we will let you know.  However in previous years the times have been between 5.00 and 6.00am. On return to Almondsbury on Friday our estimated time of arrival should be about 8.00 pm.  If the time changes on the journey due to traffic, we will let parents know.

Everything should be named and packed in a suitcase or bag with the list of contents taped inside the lid.  Please make sure your child knows what is in their case. Please teach your child how to pack their own case.
No mobile phones, i-Pods, jewellery or electronics.
MEDICINE
Please label clearly with child's name and dosage needed.  Hand to member of staff before we leave.  It would be helpful if this was given in on the Friday before the visit.  Thank you.   We expect every child to have a signed Indemnity Form, whether they currently have medication or not.  This will give staff permission to give children Calpol / Piriton  if it is required while we are in France.

All of the children require a European Health Card called an EHIC or a Global Health Insurance Card called a GHIC. These, if your child doesn’t already have one, can be ordered free of charge from the following website link: https://www.nhs.uk/using-the-nhs/healthcare-abroad/apply-for-a-free-uk-global-health-insurance-card-ghic/ . If you do have one for your child please check it is still valid as they do have an expiry date.  Once an EHIC has expired, these should be replaced with a GHIC. These need to be sent into school to be photocopied at the Parents’ Evening later in the year; however we will need to take the original with us when we go to France in September. 
COLLECTIVE PASSPORT

The children will not need their own individual passport to travel to France if they are a British citizen. We will apply for a Collective Passport for all of the children to travel on. Therefore, we need you to complete the attached form and send in two recent passport sized photographs (taken within the last three months). Please follow the instructions carefully. If your child was born outside of the UK, a separate form will need to be completed: please see the office for this version. If your child is not registered as a British citizen, they will need to travel on their own passport.
FOOD  

The children will need to bring enough food to last them on the outward journey.  They will need a packed breakfast, lunch and snacks as well as plenty of drinks bottles.  We will make regular stops en route to eat and use toilet facilities. Please be aware that due to new Brexit restrictions, lunches cannot include meat or milk-based products.
SWEETS and DRINKS

Please do not bring any sweets. In previous years we have found that the children’s appetites suffer as a result of eating junk food. I would be grateful for your cooperation in this matter. However, it is advisable to bring a small bottle of undiluted squash (no fizzy drinks please) as the children do get very thirsty.

POCKET MONEY
Pocket money for the Residential Week should be 50 euros and no more, which staff will allocate on a daily basis. Please DO NOT send in any more money as its safekeeping will not be guaranteed.

TELEPHONE
Children are unable to use the phone or bring mobiles.  In an emergency, parents can phone the school to leave a message and a member of staff will phone back.

INSURANCE
The children will be covered by PGL insurance with AVIVA.  If you require a summary of the main features of the policy please go to the PGL website on the internet – www.pgl.co.uk .  If you feel that this cover is insufficient I would advise you to consider further insurance through your broker.

BEHAVIOUR
The discipline, good behaviour and safety of the children, is of paramount importance.  The staff at Chateau de Grande Romaine will assist us if they see children causing damage, in danger, in out of bounds areas, or breaking the law.  Behaviour which disrupts the community or causes offence, whether at the Centre or in the district, will not be tolerated and may result in individuals being sent home, at their own expense, and without refund.  Please make sure your child understands what is appropriate behaviour at the chateau and that you have discussed this with them before hand.

As we are on continental Europe, the post may be a little temperamental.  It would be a lovely gesture for you to have written a letter before your child leaves either placed it in their suitcases, given to the staff to hand out while we are there or sent in advance to the PGL Centre Chateau de Grande Romaine. 
The final payments for the visit need to be in school by Friday 30 June. All forms below should be returned by MONDAY 27 March 2023 with photos attached. Thank you.
