PE lead employed one day a week to support the implementing and embedding of a thorough, progressive and varied Scheme of Work. Monitoring the impact and supporting with ongoing training and implementation of the curriculum. As well as, updating staff with new requirements and expectations. 



School increased extra-curricular offer including 4 days wraparound after school provision in addition to a broad range of clubs including gender specific over the five days.
	Structured activities at lunchtime timetabled, resourced and supervised involving all children from Y1-6.

All staff have had two years high quality training in delivering a thorough PE curriculum. Staff feel confident in delivering RealPE units and are working on embedding areas that have recently had training in e.g. gymnastics. 
There is ongoing membership to the online RealPE forum for access to lesson and resources and CPD for staff, particularly new staff in September. 

Increased number of pupils participating in additional extra-curricular clubs. Up to 80 pupils enrolled each night from 3.30 tp 4.30 with a further max of 30 staying to wraparound care provision 4 nights a week. 
Increase in girls participating in lunchtime activities particularly football. 
	Timetabled provision for supervised sports at lunchtimes helped to manage pupils behaviour and engagement. Limited to three days a week. 

Pupil conferencing showed pupils had a good understanding of what they were aiming for and how they have progressed
All pupils are positively engaged in lessons and challenged.


Increased demand for extra-curricular and wraparound provision will need additional scrutiny next year to ensure provision meets the needs.

	Primary teachers more confident to deliver effective PE supporting pupils to experience new sports that they can carry forward within the PE lessons in future years. 

A large group of pupils (mainly boys) were inspired with experiencing unihoc and lunchtimes. This can be timetabled in the OPAL lunchtime timetable each year. Girls only sessions could be timetabled to encourage access for all. 
Other sports can also be timetabled at lunchtime on a termly rota. 



All teachers are more confident in accessing and using the online RealPE assessment tool. 
KS1 staff develop confidence in using baseline assessment to inform future learning.

KS1 staff delivered baseline assessment tasks. Tasks were informative and identifying different needs and abilities of the pupils. However, took too long to implement. Working with PE lead, the tasks will be reorganized so that they can be allocated throughout the year 2024-25 in relevant units of work.

	Year 6 pupils 
42 out of 45 are now able to swim 25m 
38 out of 45 are now able to swim confidently with different strokes.
12 of the 45 Year 6 have had water safety training with self-rescue training. 

A larger majority of pupils are engaged in physical and creative play during lunchtimes with a range and broad of activities including new sports specific, organized activities. 





All Y5 & 6 pupils experienced lessons in table tennis 90 pupils. Staff were confident in delivering PE lessons with new equipment and CPD resources. 
Lunchtime introduction of Unihoc has engaged pupils from all year groups. Mainly boys!
Girls football at lunchtime and extra-curricular clubs are growing in popularity.




KS1 staff identified strengths and weaknesses of pupils in their class through baseline assessment. Pupils were able to identify skills to practice and develop.  
	Booster sessions 2023-24 have be incredible successful with 13 of the 14 pupils participating achieving 25m some of who were Y5 pupils. 




OPAL playground has already a much more enriching environment for all pupils with opportunities for scooters, dressing up, dancing as well as forest school areas to explore and mud and water play. Music has been introduced as well as the reintroduction of scrap store equipment. 
This will continue to be a target for development in 2024-25. 

Table tennis and Unihoc have both been incredibly well received by staff and pupils. It originated for pupil voice through Sports Council suggestions. 
Gender specific sessions could be introduced next year to encourage more opportunities for girls too. 
Both these sports can be continued in both the Scheme of Work and in the lunchtime rota. 
More opportunities for gender specific clubs in 2024-25


Whilst the baseline assessment was helpful, it was time consuming. Intention for 2024-25 is to allocate the different baseline tasks into different units of the RealPE units to make more user friendly and relevant.
